Jasmin’s Journegs
Europe Tour June 2004

Every year | am honored to be invited by
oriental \"dance studios/ in/ various
European countries to teach workshops
and perform in-shows. 2004 was my
eleventh year of travelingto Europe for
dance. Even though more than a
decade has passed since the first time, |
still find myself excited that my dream, to
be an international crusader for the art of
oriental dance, has come true. | feel
unbelievably fortunate that | can do what
| love and it brings something valuable
to others.

Each year the tour changes, rotating
through various dance studios in
Germany, Switzerland, Austria and
sometimes Spain. It is wonderful to
meet dancers from all over Europe and
to see how oriental dance is evolving
and prospering in all the different lands.
This year, my tour was a bit shorter than
usual, yet it allowed for the luxury of
visiting friends that | have made over the
years.

The first stop on the tour was in
Hildesheim, Germany. For those of you
readers who are regular students at the
Jasmin Jahal School of Dance in
Chicago, you will remember the smash
hit Abeer Will made as our special guest
artist this past February. Well, | had the
pleasure of being Abeer’s guest artist in
her studio, Studio Bahia.

Abeer was thrilled to announce that all
my workshops were sold out over a
month in advance. Several attendees
even drove from far distances to be
there. Abeer’s studio is something to be
quite proud of because its atmosphere is
warm and friendly (like its director!) and
the dance room is very large and bright.
As this was my third time teaching at
Abeer’s school, there was an added
pleasure of seeing many dancers that |
have come to know.

During the first two days, | set a special
choreography on members of Abeer’s
dance company. They have a big show
every year and wanted to incorporate
something by me. | am eager to see a
recording of the performance. Then |
taught 4 more days of workshops,
presenting a unique choreography each
day. The dancers in Germany
enthusiastically devour every nuance of
choreography. They strive to get it
meticulously right, and they learn and
remember fast. | was amazed at how
much we accomplished.

The photo shown here is from the last
workshop in which | taught an oriental

choreography that uses two fans. If you
attended the “Ala Nar’ show on
February 29th here in Chicago, then you
witnessed the debut of this fan dance,
which | have entitled “Fan-Tasy”. (Hint
for the future: | intend to teach a fan
choreography in level 3 this falll) The
ladies loved the dance, as it is classical
oriental in nature, rather than a fusion of
Spanish-Arabic, which seems to be an
all-too-common theme these days.

Abeer and | have developed a close
friendship over the years, and a mutual
admiration for our artistic styles (very
different, but opposites attract!). | have
invited Abeer to Chicago again for a
second annual “Ala Nar” event. Keep an
eye out in upcoming newsletters for
details!

The second half of my journey brought
me to Vienna, Austria. This is the city
where it all started for me back in
September, 1993. My first visit to Europe
lasted six months and anchored me in
this gorgeous city. | met dancers and
musicians that | am still close friends
with today.

South of Vienna is a city named
Wienerneustadt, and the home of a
dance studio called TanzOase (Dance
Oasis). It is run by a very lovely lady
named Snjezana, who is a talented
dancer and instructor, and who also runs
a flourishing belly dance boutique. It was
a pleasure to get to know her, and | look
forward to future dance work together. |
taught four days of workshops, each day
progressively more advanced in level. A
great bonus was to meet two students
who | had originally met, taught and
worked with back in 1993! The photo
shown here is of the survivors of the last
day of workshop, the 4-hour master
class. It is always my pleasure to
challenge the professionals!

A show was held in the studio one
evening, and | was pleased to have
many of the dancers | have cultivated
and trained in this country present their
beautiful talents. | myself opened the
show with the “Fan-Tasy” dance and
closed the show with a long oriental set
that was mostly improvised. Students
and friends made up the audience,
including the well-known composer
Emad Sayyah (you might know of him
as he has produced many CDs for belly
dance).

A highlight of my trip to Vienna was the
evening we spent in a ‘heuriger’, a local
restaurant that specializes in wine from
its own vineyards. There was a special
party, including near and dear friends of
mine. Helga, who ran Flying Carpet

Productions and produced the show and
video “Jasmin Jahal LIVE”, as well as a
seminar sponsor for me for many years.
Marianne and her husband Hans who
operate an outstanding oriental dance
shop in the heart of Vienna. Imed, who |
met in 1993 in the first show | ever gave
in Vienna. He is a talented Tunisian
musician, will be featured in a new CD
that Arc Music is producing later this
year, and has played for me many times
(he is the handsome violinist on “Jasmin
Jahal LIVE”). And my best students and
protégés, women who have become
great dancers and teachers, Ingrid,
Mireille, Maria and Silvia. This group
formed the “Jasmin Jahal Fan Club of
Austria” and presented me with a
fantastic gift, a stunning statue of a
dancer made of Swarovski crystal,
accompanied by an award for the “Best
Oriental Dance Instructor”. It states: “in
appreciation for her outstanding and
on-going efforts in education and
inspiration of the Austrian Oriental
Dance Community for more than a
decade”!

I was lucky to have time to enjoy my
friends, mixing pleasure with business. |
always feel sad to have to leave Europe,
because these friends are so far away.
But they are always close in my heart.

Now | am back in Chicago, refreshed
and rejuvenated for my own school’s
summer courses! Look out!
